This Invitation for expression of interests follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. February 5, 2009

The Government of Montenegro has received a loan in the amount of EUR 11 million (US$15.7) equivalent from the International Bank for Reconstruction Development (IBRD) and from the Global Environment Facility Trust Fund, GEF, in the amount of US$ 4 million toward the cost of the Montenegro Institutional Development and Agricultural Strengthening Project (MIDAS) and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments  under the Contract for Determination the Contents for Study of Areas with Natural Constraints in Agriculture and Calculation Design (Preparation of Calculation).
The objective of this service („the Service“) is to align Montenegro with Common Agriculture Policy guidelines. Within this study and based on available data will be elaborated parameters which define areas of natural constraints such as impact of climate and soil parameters and presentation of their distribution on the territory of Montenegro. Results of the study will be used during negotiations with European Commission. It will also assist Montenegro to distribute agriculture subsidies in the most efficient way, promoting sustainable agriculture practices
The contractor has to produce the study results regardless of the availability and quality of the local datasets. However, in case there are some major datasets missing, contractor can use other related datasets (e.g. world-scale open datasets, etc.). All data and results used within this study must be satisfactory to the beneficiary.
In total, this Service shall be completed within 8 months from the day of signing the Contract. 
The Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MARD) through the Technical Service Unit (TSU) now invites eligible consultant firms (“the Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing above services. Interested Consultants must provide information indicating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services.

Melioration expert 

a. PhD in the field of melioration
b. Excellent knowledge of the melioration problems of Montenegro from the aspect of possible constraints to agricultural production
c. At least ten years of experience in using of GIS technology

d. At least ten years of experience in research and/or in development of studies regarding the land melioration for agricultural production

e. Excellent communication and organizational skills
