This Invitation for expression of interests follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. February 5, 2009

The Government of Montenegro has received a loan in the amount of EUR 11 million (US$15.7) equivalent from the International Bank for Reconstruction Development (IBRD) and from the Global Environment Facility Trust Fund, GEF, in the amount of US$ 4 million toward the cost of the Montenegro Institutional Development and Agricultural Strengthening Project (MIDAS) and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments  under the Contract for Update of the sectoral studies for the Strategy of Agriculture Development 2014-2020.
The overall objective of the assignment is to contribute to the preparation of the Strategy for Agriculture and Rural Development 2014-2020 and IPARD II programme for the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development of Montenegro.

The assignment will - as its primary output - produce an updated sector study reports of the meat, diary, fruits and vegetables, olive oil and wine sector in Montenegro, separately, in compliance with already existing sectoral studies. It should be stressed that both existing sectoral studies and the annex represent a general reference and that the individual sector study must reflect its own context and, if needed, include amendments to the general report outline.
The work of the consulting company will be coordinated with the MARD in order to ensure that the output complies with requirements and standards of other sector studies launched by the MARD as part of Strategy for Agriculture and Rural Development 2014-2020 and IPARD II preparations.

The consulting company may use the data collection methods it finds appropriate, including desk research, fieldwork (statistical analyses, stakeholder interviews, case studies, SWOT analyses, stakeholder consultations and any other relevant technique deemed relevant) and reporting. 

Stakeholder involvement for data gathering and analysis through interviews and workshops is expected, that the issues of the study will be discussed thoroughly with all relevant stakeholders within the sector and that the contributions from the stakeholders will contribute to ownership and commitment providing expectations of good results of the strategic document and IPARD II programme when implemented.
Service would include analyses of gender-disaggregated information, i.e. to what extent women and men work in different activities. 
It is expected that the selected consultant will start service by the middle of October 2013 and complete assignment by the middle of February 2013. The scope of service should be up to 5 expert-months.
The MARD through the Technical Service Unit (TSU) now invites eligible companies to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested companies should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services.
Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-consultancy to enhance their qualifications.
