This Invitation for expression of interests follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. February 5, 2009

The Government of Montenegro has received a loan in the amount of EUR 11 million (US$15.7) equivalent from the International Bank for Reconstruction Development (IBRD) and from the Global Environment Facility Trust Fund, GEF, in the amount of US$ 4 million toward the cost of the Montenegro Institutional Development and Agricultural Strengthening Project (MIDAS) and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments  under the Contract for Expert for IT and register systems in the Paying agency (PA).

Objective of the assignment are to ensure that farm register (software and hardware) system is implemented and install in a right way, in line with the technical specifications requested by the beneficiary; to ensure that the central register owned by the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MARD) – PA is well connected and functionally with other relevant registers and databases’; and to complete the reference price database.
Main outputs:
· Reference price data base fully established, installed and functional;

· Guidelines for Reference price data base drafted;

· Provide timely and adequate support during construction of Farm register software 

· Provide support to MARD officials during preparation of specification for Farm register hardware

· Ensure the compatibility of the software and hardware with other relevant systems in MARD and Government 

· Provide expert opinion during all phases of establishment of Farm register software and hardware

The assignment will have duration of about ten (10) months and the required level of inputs is estimated to a total of twenty (20) work/days. At least half of working days shall be spent in Montenegro in a series of missions on-site.
The MARD through Technical Service Unit (TSU) now invites eligible individual consultants to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services (CV, brochures, description of similar assignments performed, experience in similar conditions, etc.). Individual consultants may be offered through firms or other organizations, but the qualifications of the individual consultant will be the basis for selection.
