This Invitation for expression of interests follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. February 5, 2009

The Government of Montenegro has received a loan in the amount of EUR 11 million (US$15.7) equivalent from the International Bank for Reconstruction Development (IBRD) and from the Global Environment Facility Trust Fund, GEF, in the amount of US$ 4 million toward the cost of the Montenegro Institutional Development and Agricultural Strengthening Project (MIDAS) and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments  under the Contract for Individual consultant for reaccreditation of “Monteorganica”-certification body which currently controls and certifications organic production in Montenegro. 
Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development require expert assistance towards the development of procedures for the scheme:

· Protected Designations of Origin (PDO), 

· Protected Geographical Indications and (PGI),

· Traditional Specialties Guaranteed (TSG).

Topics that require expert support (processing) are:

1. PDO, PGI, TSG Accreditation requirements for control bodies;

2. Control system key elements, risk evaluation, control on distribution, transport and storage;

3. Review the existing written CB control procedures and documentation, criteria for minimum competences of staff involved in control according to requirements;

4. Proposals (written and oral) for correction of CB existing written versions of procedures and documents for alignment with ISO 17065 accreditation criteria and 1151/2012 requirements;

5. Drafting of missing procedures according to Accreditation criteria;

6. Control procedure drafting, Creation of control plan (draft written document) for  product control according to product specification as well as check list;

7. Drafting and explanations of procedure "Sanction policy" according to non conformities  (categories of sanctions);

8. Practical work - PDO control simulation conducted on cheese processing unit;

Duration of the assignment is 2 (two) months in which is planned 10 (ten) working days, of which 5 (five) on the place and 5 (five) working from home. 

The MARD through Technical Service Unit (TSU) now invites eligible individual consultants to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services (CV, brochures, description of similar assignments performed, experience in similar conditions, etc.).
