This Invitation for expression of interests follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. February 5, 2009

The Government of Montenegro has received a loan in the amount of EUR 11 million (US$15.7) equivalent from the International Bank for Reconstruction Development (IBRD) and from the Global Environment Facility Trust Fund, GEF, in the amount of US$ 4 million toward the cost of the Montenegro Institutional Development and Agricultural Strengthening Project (MIDAS) and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments under the Contract for Socio-economic Survey of Grant beneficiaries.
This Socio-economic Survey (“the Survey”) will aim to:

· Build on the previously implemented Satisfaction and Social Survey, which covered the first round of the grant program (both successful and unsuccessful applicants), as well as general users; 

· Provide a wider and more comprehensive picture of the Montenegrin agriculture and achievements of four calls for proposals of the MIDAS grants program, including both IBRD and GEF funding and measure investments in agricultural holdings and agri-environmental measures - investment on mountain agricultural holdings and manure management and prevention of erosion (first call was opened from April 15 to July 13, 2011; second call was opened from July 15 to September 15, 2012; third call was opened from October 15, 2012 to January 15, 2013; fourth call was opened from February 1 to April 30, 2013). 

· Put greater focus on economic analysis with more comprehensive methodology to better demonstrate the link between results achieved on the ground and positive outcomes of the investments funded under the grant program for all four calls. In other words, the objective is to test whether improvements of agro-holdings were consequence of the grant or other factors. 

The selected research company will design the work plan and the methodology for conducting the Survey, as well as the appropriate methodological instruments (Survey Questionnaires) in accordance with the requirements of the Client (MARD) and taking into consideration the previously implemented Satisfaction and Social survey in order to achieve the expected results. The work plan (dynamic and details) and draft design of the methodology should be proposed and submitted for the application to this assignment. The survey will use quantitative and qualitative survey methods to collect the required data. Special focus is to be given on methodology considering economic analysis and impacts and results of the grants program.
In total, the Survey is planned and will be completed within 7 months from the day of signing the Contract. 

The MARD through the Technical Service Unit (TSU) now invites eligible companies to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested companies should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services.
Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-consultancy to enhance their qualifications.
