This Invitation for expression of interests follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. February 5, 2009

The Government of Montenegro has received a loan in the amount of EUR 11 million (US$15.7) equivalent from the International Bank for Reconstruction Development (IBRD) and from the Global Environment Facility Trust Fund, GEF, in the amount of US$ 4 million toward the cost of the Montenegro Institutional Development and Agricultural Strengthening Project (MIDAS) and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments  under the Contract for Architect/civil engineer specialist (part-time).
Architect/civil engineer specialist within the Project Management Team will be responsible for the monitoring of overall building activities on the MIDAS project and insure compliance with all contracted issues and national standards. 
Architect/civil engineer specialist shall: 

· Monitor and report on the overall compliance of project investments with building standards in accordance with the principles, procedures and processes laid down in the contracted documentation mentioned in the part 2 of this ToR. 

· Giving advices on reports from companies that are doing supervision and building works mentioned in the Part 2 of this ToR, activities under A and B,

· Giving advices on documentation for grants considering building construction works, mentioned in the part 2 of this ToR, under C.

· the consultant is responsible for “review of submitted designs, and confirming that  (1) it fully complies with the national standards;  (2) that all relevant permits according to national legislation have been obtained, are complete and legally valid; (3) that technical documentation is fully in accordance with the national standards and is complete in respect to description, technical details and bill of quantities; (4) that technical description and bill of quantities correspond to each other; and (5) that technical description and bill of quantities are prepared in such a way not to give preference to any particular manufacturer/producer.

· Visiting the building spaces (A, B and C) and preparation of reports.

· liaise with the national and local authorities responsible for building construction legislation,

· Consultant’s work as a member of the commission for opening, evaluation and comparing of bids for execution of works for PA building, what is directed by the authorized person from MARD, in accordance with terms and conditions established by tender documentation for procurement of works.

· Specialist’s work related to providing professional support to the Project Coordinator and Project manager, in accordance with the Contract on execution of works, which will be concluded with the contractor, within the agreed deadline. 

· Final outcome of the Specialist’s work should be successfully completed adaptation of business premises, in accordance with the Contract on execution of works, standards and current regulation in the underlying area.

· Specialist will prepare a Final Report that will include all activities that were undertaken and completed, additional activities that should be completed no later than one week from the completion and delivery of works.

The specialist shall deliver all the needed support until the end of the Project, starting as of beginning of December, 2014 and continue up to the expected project closing date on June 30, 2015. The consultant will be subject of the probation period for the first two months of the assignment, subject to satisfactory of which he will continue the rest of the assignment. The confirmation of the related contract shall depend on good performance and the approval by the MIDAS Coordinator and Project Manager and the World Bank. The time input required will be approximately half-time of the normal working hours.
The MARD through Technical Service Unit (TSU) now invites eligible individual consultants to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services (CV, brochures, description of similar assignments performed, experience in similar conditions, etc.). Individual consultants may be offered through firms or other organizations, but the qualifications of the individual consultant will be the basis for selection.
