THIS AGREEMENT number MNE-MIDAS-7716-ME-SH-G-15-2.1.b.5.b, made on _________, ___ 2015, between Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development, Rimski trg 46, PC Vektra, 81000 Podgorica, Montenegro, represented by Prof.dr Petar Ivanović, Minister, (hereinafter called “the Purchaser”), on the one part and  ____________  (hereinafter called “the Supplier”) on the other part.

WHEREAS the Purchaser has invited quotation for Procurement of IT Equipment for MARD, Extension Service, Paying Agency and BIP Bar, to be supplied by Supplier, viz. Contract MNE-MIDAS-7716-ME-SH-G-15-2.1.b.5.b, (hereinafter called “Contract”) and has accepted the Bid by the Supplier for the supply of goods under Contract at the sum of __________ (___________________________) hereinafter called “the Contract Price”. 
NOW THIS AGREEMENT witnessethes as follows:
