This Invitation for expression of interests follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. February 5, 2009

The Government of Montenegro has received a loan in the amount of EUR 11 million (US$15.7) equivalent from the International Bank for Reconstruction Development (IBRD) and from the Global Environment Facility Trust Fund, GEF, in the amount of US$ 4 million toward the cost of the Montenegro Institutional Development and Agricultural Strengthening Project (MIDAS) and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments  under the Individual consultant for preparation of proposal of Reform of existing concept of forest management in Montenegro.
The objective of this assignment is to provide MARD with the analysis of existing organization of forest management, execution of work on forest management and income in order to provide adequate solutions for the reform of existing concept of forest management, and to show the advantages and disadvantages of these solutions, with recommendations for best options in terms of sustainable forest management in Montenegro.
The consultant needs to prepare following documents: 

a) The analysis of existing organization of forest management; 

b) Proposal for the reform and options;

c) The manner of transformation.
These expertise will last 4 (four) months, in frame of what expert will have 40 (forty) working days or which at least half would be spent on working place (in Montenegro), all divided in more missions and field visits. 

The Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MARD) through the Technical Service Unit (TSU) now invites eligible individual consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (CV, brochures, description of similar assignments performed, experience in similar conditions, etc. documentation shall be presented in English language).  Individual consultants may be offered through firms or other organizations, but the qualifications of the individual consultant will be the basis of selection. Contract will be signed with proposed individual.
