This Invitation for expression of interests follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. February 5, 2009

The Government of Montenegro has received a grant from European Commission under the Montenegro Additional Financing EU/IPA Agriculture and Rural Development Institution Building Project Trust Fund, through Additional Financing of Institutional Development and Agriculture Strengthening Project in the amount of EUR 4,723,806EUR, where International Bank of Reconstruction and Development acting as administrator of the grant funds, and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments under the Contract for Technical assistance for preparation of establishing handbook for hygienic requirements for the facilities and premises for the production on family agricultural holdings for human consumption.  
The objective of this service („the Service“) is to prepare a detailed handbook for the best hygienic practices for the production of such products as eggs, raw milk, cheese, whey, sour cream, cream, honey, fruits, vegetables and cereals, with an exception of olive oil and products obtained in the process of alcoholic fermentation produced on family agricultural holdings.
In addition, a consultant is to develop a plan for increasing stakeholder awareness, which will include a communication plan, media engagement, design of awareness activities and identification and training of key stakeholders.

The Consultant will provide an estimation of media coverage, printing volume and identification of proper distribution channels based on the consultations with the authorised body.

The Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MARD) through the Technical Service Unit (TSU) now invites eligible individual consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (CV, brochures, description of similar assignments performed, experience in similar conditions, etc. documentation shall be presented in English language).  Individual consultants may be offered through firms or other organizations, but the qualifications of the individual consultant will be the basis of selection. Contract will be signed with proposed individual.

· The Consultant must hold a University Degree in Veterinary Medicine, Food Safety or Agricultural Sciences

· The Consultant must have at least 10 years of experience working in the field of food production, and implementation of the hygienic requirement in food production and processing

· Fluency in written and spoken English and computer literacy at user’s level,

Evaluation/Shortlisting criteria

· Post graduate degree in animal health or animal breeding, food safety field;

· Experience of working at least in one EU accession country in the related field;

· Good knowledge and understanding of a substantial part of the EU Acquis covered by this service;

· Experience in raising public awareness in Montenegro or other countries in the region;

· Experience and good skills for transfer of knowledge related to the assignment;

· Advantage in knowledge and understanding of ex Yu legal system and ex Yu languages;
